Byddant yn cefnogi gyda glanhau a pharatoi’r
byrddau ar gyfer y plant a chlirio’r byrddau. Wrth gerddded o gwmpas y neuadd mae’r goruchwylwyr canol dydd
a staff eraill sydd yn y neuadd yn sicrhau bod y plant sy'n cael pecynnau cinio o'r cartref yn bwyta eu
brechdanau/wrap/ pasta yn gyntaf cyn iddynt symud ymlaen at eitemau eraill. Yn yr un modd gofynnir i blant sy'n
cael cinio ysgol fwyta eu prif bryd, ac yna'r pwdin. Wrth iddynt gerdded o amgylch y neuadd maent yn edrych i
wirio bod y plant wedi cael digon i'w fwyta, nad yw'r plant yn rhannu bwyd a'u bod yn dilyn rheolau'r neuadd.

| would like to thank all the children for remembering many routines during their first couple of weeks back and
for making every effort to speak Welsh with their peers.

Opportunity to Meet the Class Teacher - 30/9/24 - 3:30 — 5:30 - An informal event will be held at the start of
term on the 30/9/24 to give you the opportunity to meet your child’s class teacher and visit the class. You will also
have the opportunity to be shown where there is information about the class’ work on Google Classroom.
Governors will be present during this evening as well. At the end of October via Microsoft Teams, there will be a
meeting to discuss your child's progress and targets. There will be a supplementary leaflet which explains our
procedures in terms of engagement with Nant gwenlli’s parents and guardians so that we can all work in
partnership to support your child’s/children’s “Learning Journey”. The leaflet will highlight different points
throughout the year to allow this to happen. Please remember that you can contact the school at any time
throughout the year to discuss any issues or concerns.

School Uniform — Thanks to everyone for ensuring that your children wear the official school uniform. If you are
getting rid of old clothes (school uniform) bring them to school.

Skills Meetings - We will be arranging skills meetings for various years across the school. This will be an
opportunity for us to support the families and children of Ysgol Gymraeg Nant Gwenlli. Refer to the list below.

Site Rules — No dogs, smoking or vaping is allowed on site.

Punctuality / Morning Arrangements - 8:50 - children who walk to school/travel by car need to be on site by 8:50
at the latest so that they are in their classrooms by 9:00. Arriving at 9 o’clock is not acceptable as the children
need to be in their classes by 9 o’clock, ready to enjoy a day of learning with their friends.

End of Day Arrangements — End of day teaching time is 3:00 and we will get the children to the buses and walking
line as soon as possible but bear in mind that we must check that children are in the right location before we
open the gates. If end of day arrangements change for your child it is important that you inform the office first
thing in the morning via e-mail or letter (2:00 at the latest) e.g. collecting a child from the walking line rather than
travelling on the bus. Even if you have notified the drivers of the buses/taxis we need to be notified first hand.

Healthy Play Time Snacks — Everyone to bring a healthy snack from home to eat at break time. Remember that
only one small box is required. Regarding storing your child's snack if they bring sandwiches from home we kindly
ask you to ensure that your child's morning snack is in a separate box to the lunch pack because sometimes the
children take out the contents of the lunch pack instead of just the snack.

Water Bottles - It's important to remember that it is only WATER that the children should have in their water
bottles not squash or juice.



Outdoor Clothing — Children in Little Sailors Class - Please send in wellingtons for your child. These can be kept
on the floor beneath their peg. Could you please ensure your child’s name is inside every item of clothing as well
as the wellingtons.

Absence From School - If your child is unable to attend school due to illness or any other reason please phone or
email the school by 9:30 in the morning to inform us and send a letter/e-mail of explanation when they return to
school if you have contacted us initially via phone. We would like to remind you to continue to use the school's
email address (ysgol.gymraegnantgwenll@ysgolioncasnewydd.cymru/
ysgol.gymraegnantgwenll@newportschools.wales) to communicate everyday messages (illness and changes to
end of day arrangements) not via Google Classroom or the teacher’s emails.

Prize Giving - We will be distributing various certificates to the children e.g. certificate for speaking welsh,
certificate for remembering the school rules, certificate for being a good learner when they have 10 stars on the
class chart, growth mind-set bands, Star of the week certificates awarded to two children at the end of the week.
Children will receive 5 out of 5 stickers to celebrate they’ve been in school for the whole week. Keep an eye out
for them!

Class Projects - We will notify you about the class projects on the class’ Google Classroom area as well as
providing a skills overview of what skills children are developing within each project. Class work will not be based
on a termly theme as this will allow the staff to adapt projects as they wish and allow flexibility for them to
respond to local and worldwide events along with discovering new books/ texts that become available to us
within education

Lunchtime Arrangements Update - Ensure you book and pay for school meals on Parent Pay before 8:30am and |
would like to thank everyone who booked lunches in advance.

| would like to take the opportunity to clarify what the mid-day supervisors /teaching assistants do to support the
children during the lunch break. As the children enter the hall, the supervisors will call the children one class at
a time by meal options and highlight to the kitchen staff who gets which meal - a daily list from them in the
hall. If you have not ordered a lunch for your child on ParentPay they will receive the main hot lunch meal as a
default. They will remind the children how to behave politely in “Bwyty Nant Gwenlli” (Nant Gwenlli Restaurant)
— using appropriate voice level and use a knife and fork to eat school lunch. They will support with cleaning and
preparing the tables for the children and clearing the tables. As the mid-day supervisors and other staff in the hall
walk around they will ensure that the children who have packed lunches from home eat their sandwiches /wraps
/ pasta first before they move onto other items. In the same manner children who have school dinners will be
asked to eat their main meal followed by the pudding. As they walk around the hall they visually check that the
children have had enough to eat, children are not sharing food and that they are following the hall rules. All
children are told that wrappers and food not eaten are to be placed back in the child’s lunch box in order for
parents/guardians are able to see what they’ve consumed or not. Any child who needs support to open food
packaging the adults are there to assist with such tasks. When they need the children’s attention they follow the
same procedures as used in the classrooms by showing 5 on one hand and counting down. They remind the
children how much time they have left in order to ensure they have consumed enough of their lunch before
returning to class / yard.

Packed Lunches — The staff on duty in the hall also monitor that the items within the packed lunch provide a
balanced diet. If we do have issues relating to packed lunches our protocol is for the midday supervisors to inform
Mrs Howells in the office and depending on the issues, Mrs Howells or another member of staff will contact the
parents/guardians. This will not be dealt with via the pupil. Attached is a healthy lunch leaflet which we have
circulated previously with recommendations.

During the Summer there were appalling events and on behalf of the whole school community we have been
thinking of families who were affected by the racist riots across the United Kingdom.
